Disc of the Month

Those of you on the SCUG list may have already tried this as Greg sent the link to the list. This
month's free offering is a very small and fast search tool calledEverything by Voidtools. System Re-
guirements: Windows 2000, XP, 2003and Vista, local NTFS volumes. Everything quickly indexes
file andfolder names. The index is refreshed each time the program starts, so

it keeps track of file changes. Everything also adds a right-clickmenu item called "search everything".
This search tool is much fasterthan XP search and infinitely faster and more useful than Vista"Find".

Digital Phtography SIG

The November Digital meeting was well attended with few empty chairs. Pierre led the meeting with
a demonstration of two panorama or photo stitching programs. One was Autostitch which is a free
demo program developed by a student at UBC. Autostitch is a very simple program to

use. Simple load the pictures and click on the "Stitch" button and the computer does the rest.
Autostitch automatically finds the edges of the photos and blends them into a seamless panoramic
photograph. The second program is a paid version of Serif Panorama Plus version 3. It

uses the same code as autostitch but adds some adjustments. For information and a link for
download visit the SCUG website under Digital SIG.

HIDDEN TALENTS

Let me introduce Joe Zatylny, our first member to be interviewed, for this new column. Joe joined
SCUG in 1997.

Joe has belonged to the Sarnia Photographic Club since the early 500s along with other prominent
Sarnia residents such as Ab Sole, George Evans and Doug Paisley. But his interest in photography
started many years earlier in the 400s when he was surveyor and inspector for the Commonwealth Air
Training Plan in Western Canada.

The Sarnia Camera Club recently sponsored a contest in which Joe won third place in the OPeopleO cate-
gory with over 200 entries.

He came to Sarnia in 1943 after being hired by Imperial Oil to work in the Laboratories of St. Clair Proc-
essing. Shortly after he transferred to Polymer (a lot of people were on loan when the plant was being
built) as a chemist for the next 10 years. (Polysar became Polymer, Nova, Bayer and finally Lanxess
Inc.) During his employment there he became the photographer for the company newspaper called
OPolysphereO. After the lab job Joe moved to HumaResources, Employee Benefits and Pensions Divi-
sion where he remained until he officially retired in 1986 with 44.5 years service. They retained him for
another five years on contract.

When he married Anne in 1951 they purchased property on Lakeshore Road and commenced to build
their home. When he came to Sarnia he purchased his property on Lakeshore Road and commenced to
build his home. He did all the work except for the foundation, plastering and brick work. An achievement,
that he is indeed very proud of, as he should be.

Joe has two children. His son, Ted now lives and works in Sarnia after a stint in Saudi Arabia. Jane,
who with hubby Mark, reside in Salt Spring Island, B.C with their son Victor, who was born in Guate-
mala. Joe's wife Anne (of fifty six years) passed away on February 15 ,2007.

He is very involved in the Canadian Mental Health Association and was one of the founding members.
(White Cross Centre, now the local Branch of C.M.H.A.) He has served as Treasurer and President of
the local Branch, has Vice President, as well as Board Representative with the Ontario Division, and
Treasurer of the National Division and Board representative. Currently serving on the Employee Bene-
fits and Pension Committee ( served as chair, co-chair and committee representative). Joe is a member
of the Allegro Club at Central United and an active member and usher at Sacred Heart Church.

Joe is also active in Community activities: Served on the Hospital board, appointed by the Ontario Gov-
ernment Cabinet to serve a six year term on the local District Health Council and a six year term on the
Community Advisory Board, for the St. Thomas Psychopathic Hospital. He coordinated a Retirement

Planning Course at Lambton College for two semesters each year (of 12 nights each) for twenty years.

Having just celebrated his 87 birthday he is in amazing shape and enjoying life to the fullest. He just told
me that last week he had 19 bags of leaves out and 12 ready to go so far this week. His record however
was 90 bags last year.

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VU POINT SLIDE SCANNER

Requires : XP Operating System

Do you have 35 mm slides and negatives, we probably all do if you are over 20 years old. | use to
have a scanner that did up to 6 by 8 inch negatives, but it does not work too well now. So | saw this
on a web site and bought it. It is a portable film and slide scanner from Vu Point. There are other
ways to produce slides and negatives but so far this is the easiest.

It says that it scans at 5 megapixal, but I have most of them at 1800 dpi and 3600 dpi, at low resolu-
tion each picture is about 600 k. in size. When you scan at the high resolution, each picture will be
around 1.6 megabytes in size. Don't forget to clean your slides and negatives before you scan them,
a speck of dirt can look like the moon on them.

| have seen this scanner advertised in my flyers from other stores for more money and shipping. |
even saw this on Ebay too. As of this writing, | am told it only work with XP, but | am sure that some-
one out there will write a driver so it works with Vista and Macintosh computers

since it plugs into your USB 2.0 port. It comes with Arcsoft Photo Impression 6.

It comes with two plastic trays for 35mm slides (it holds 3) and negatives (it holds 6). | have a lot of
110 pocket film strips and 620 film (2 inch square), so it does not work too well for those. If they
made a tray that is all clear then you can do your 110 film and 620 negatives. But you cannot do the
620 slides because the scanner insert is too small, if only they made it half an inch wider. The man-
ual is too small to read (it is on the CD too0).

If you have lots of time on your hands and lots of slides and negatives, this is a cool way to digitize
your stuff.

There is nothing worse than a bad presentation. We have all, at one time or another, have been
forced to sit and watch a slide show presentation, praying it will improve with time. Unfortunately, the
odds are against us.

Sadly, these are professionals giving these presentations; so it must get better, right? Unfortunately,
all-too-often these professional presentations go sour and chase instead of attract potential inter-
ests. What goes wrong? The answers are on each of the 274 pages of this book..

The introduction clearly points out that this book is not a manual for PowerPoint; it is a book is a
"reference book" and it teaches the "why". The format is a coffee-table design, laying flat for easy
reference, with large vivid colour pictures and designs throughout. The book begins giving you a
brief history of presentations and why presentations are an important part of companies who "spend
millions of dollars on advertising, marketing, and PR to attract and retain customers" and they have
a need to create effect presentations to get their message out to prospective clients.

You will find several interesting Case Studies that Durate has created to show how some companies
create "World Class Presentations" in simply terms, and quite frankly very easy to create. For exam-
ple, one Case Study shows how Mark Templeton used communication and story telling "and his in-
nate ability to think visually" in order to make it pay off.

There is a lot of behind-the-scenes psychology in creating presentations and Durate is ubiquitous in
providing ongoing information.

Once you can hear your displaying just minimize the OMusicO window by
clicking on the OminusO sign in the top right of yw screen and then you can work on your computer
without this window showing on your desktop. The Orasic windowO will remain on the Taskbar until
you click on it to bring it to full screen.

QUESTION: I find it difficult to see my curser and would like to change it to a larger black pointer. Is
this possible?

ANSWER: Yes, you can change the style of your curser to all black and large in Windows XP by fol-
lowing the steps below:

1. Click on START

2. Click on CONTROL PANEL

3. Click on MOUSE

4. Select the POINTERS tab

5. Scroll down and choose a curser style or Click on the down arrow and choose
WINDOWS BLACK (EXTRA LARGE) (SYSTEM SCHEME) for a large black pointer.

6. Click on the pointer style of your choice

7. Click OK

LetOs talk about sharing information this month. Shring is necessary to expand our research but
there are a few important rules to follow:

' Never share files containing dates of living people. Uncle Henry will undoubtedly blame you if he
suffers identity theft shortly after you released his birth or marriage date.

1 Most Genealogy programs allow you to temporarily privatize your files taking out all the dates of
living people but the information youOve put in youNOTES remain unchanged. Some programs
have a set of notes that will remain private and this option should always be used for sensitive infor-
mation.

¥ Respect peopleOs privacy and obtain permission fronall parties before using private informa-
tion. If you are too embarrassed to ask permission then donOt share.

¥ Respect the work of others. Copyright laws required us to obtain permission to use information
written by others. Public documents such as public vital records are not copywritten.

All that said once information is posted on the Internet it will quickly become common knowledge
and claiming legal protection for your work is seldom possible. If you change your mind or want to
correct misinformation it may be impossible online.

Now lets talk about how to share the nonprivate information. Most genealogy programs canOt read
the files from other programs. To get over this hurdle our files can be exported to a Gedcom file,
which most genealogy programs can read although sometimes not perfectly. We can learn how to
export and import these Gedcom files by reading the programOs help file.

Personally with the advent of programs being able to transfer our reports to pdf files | find this a far
more useful and user-friendly method of sharing information. For me the pdf file allows more control
and easy viewing and correcting before sending. For example | may send a pdf of the Family Group
Sheet or a Descendent or Ancestry Report. This type of file has the added benefit of preventing oth-
ers from simply merging their database with mine.

Although merging sounds like a good idea it usually ends up with a resulting file that contains incor-
rect information. | donOt want to see a file on thénternet one day showing me born in 1818 or mar-
ried to my father. It can happen when merging is used. Entering each piece of data separately
avoids errors and duplication.

We can always give someone more details if we choose but once we send a file containing informa-
tion we donOt want to share, it canOt be taken back

| researched and found a program that claimed it could download videos from Omil]ions of popular
sitesO and that Oall media from Flash and Windows &tlia servers can be recordedO. This program is
REPLAY MEDIA CATCHER.

It is a simple program, being only an 8 MB download and the company allows potential Onew cus-
tomersO to Otry before you buyO. If you do purchatigs program they guarantee that you will like it or
refund your money within 30 days.

TESTING: Once downloaded this program will open up in 4 seconds, ready for action. The first thing
that you see is a help box offering useful tips. Another box asks you want to record now. A click of
the record button and away it goes, recording your choice of videos. Another thing it will do is extract
MP3 audio from FLV (flash video). It is only a matter of a couple of clicks to download a video.

This is a very small program with powerful features that act fast. It is extremely easy to operate. To

SYSTEMS: Replay Media Catcher works with Windows programs and in VISTA you do not have to
turn off the UAC (User Access Control).

TECH HELP: All-too-many companies drop the ball at this stage of the game, however from my very
own personal experience | can attest that the TECH HELP service at Applian Technologies is first
class all the way. In fact, they go out of their way to ensure you have no problems operating any of
their programs.

If you want to download video or MP3 files, this is the program that you need.
