This month my Hidden Talent candidate is Bill Colotelo.Bill has
been a member of SCUG for the past eight years. During these
years he served as an executive for five. He currently is your
Shareware Librarian.

Although born in Sarnia, his parents moved to a farm near Man-
daumin in 1931 where Bill resided until he joined the RCAF in
1950. Going to Public School meant walking 11/2 miles each
way and it was unheard of to have a school closing because of
fog, rain or too much snow. High School was another matter as
there was no such thing as a school bus. Thus anyone wanting
to go to High School had to find their own way. This meant find-
ing someone and paying them usually about a $1 a week. With four in the family going this was
$4 per week and that was a lot of money during the depression years.

After graduating from SCI&TS Bill worked for a short time as an electrician with Comstock con-
verting Sarnia from 25 cycles to 60 cycle power. This was followed with a short stay with Imperial
Oil until he was accepted for aircrew training with the RCAF. After about 11/2 year of training, Bill
joined 405 Sqgn. in Greenwood NS as a squadron navigator.

Flying for 8 to 12 hours in a WW 2 Lancaster bomber was an experience on to itself. The noise

level was about 95dbs and after a 12 hour trip it took about 12 hours before you could hear prop-

erly. Ear protectors were unheard of until sometimes in the 60s.A lot of his flying was over the At-

lantic looking for Russian submarines. However, search and rescue was always an issue looking

for lost fishermen, lost flyers or other items. Flying in the high Arctic, as far as the North Pole was
encountered a few times sniffing the air with exotic equipment to gather atomic particles from
Russiabs atomic bomb experiments. Again no part.
was available to any aircrew. In his career with the RCAF, Bill flew a total of 19 aircraft. These in-

cluded aircraft such as the CF-100 Night Interceptor, T-33 Trainer, CH-113 Helicopter, US Libera-

tor, British Shackelton, and Avro Lancaster.
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One of his most memorable flights was the dropping of the new Canadian Flag over the North

Pole. This occurred without fanfare or political interference in early 1965. Other experiences such

as nearly landing in Cuba at the wrong airport, broken 3000 pound pressure hydraulic lines over

the mid Atlantic or engines that wanted to quit etc, although not an every day occurrence, were all

part of the job. On the more positive side was being able, on a cold dreary day in February, to get

in a jet, fly to about 40000 feet and bask in the sun for an hour or so. Unfortunately when landing
occurred the weather hadndét i mproved on the grol

It was during his stay with the RCAF that Bill was able to take some University courses and night
school to obtain his diploma in Business Administration. After 25 years with the RCAF, Bill retired
to his second career as an auditor with the Federal Government. First for about three years with
the Department of Manpower and Immigration and then for another 12 with Transport Canada.
Here he retired as the Director of Audit.

Although the Auditor General of Canada carries out audits from time to time on all Departments,
each Department has its own audit group that is supposed to catch things that may be embar-
rassing both to the Department and the Federal Government. This does not happen all the time
according to the Auditor General.

Following the day after the Air India disaster, Bill headed a group of auditors to Vancouver Airport
with the instructions to report directly to the Deputy Minister within a few days on the security
situation at the Airport. A similar group of auditors were also sent to Toronto and Mirabel Airport in
Quebec. Following these audits all airports in Canada were subjected to a security audit. Bill
states that the results were interesting to say the least.

Forty years with the Federal Government was enough for Bill and he retired to his home in Ottawa
until 1991 when he and his wife moved back to Sarnia. They both spent their winters in Florida for
many years but now have accepted the Sarnia winters as a fact of life. Visits from their four chil-
dren, who all live in the Ottawa Valley, playing golf, being involved with SCUG, and somewhat
with photography now occupy most of his time. He also enjoys reading, but not technical journals
and books as he says he had enough of this while with the RCAF and as an Auditor with the Fed-
eral Government.
