WNDOWS 78 PLAIN & SIMPLE
Written by Jerry Joyce and Marianne Moon, Published by Microsoft Press

Distributed in Canada by H.B. Fenn and Company Ltd. , Cost $21.99 USD Cdn $ ?

The book is based on Windows Home Premium edition with the premise that the computer should work for you and not
you for it. The book does not deal with some additional features that are found in Windows 7 Professional, Enterprise
and Ultimate editions.

The three goals of the book, as stated, are : Whatever you want to do we want the book to help you get it done, The
book is to help you discover how to do things you didnot

In my opinion the book achieves the first two goals but whether it will help me to enjoy using the book will take a little
more time for me to achieve.

Windows 7 is a software program that attempts to achieve a multiple of tasks. They range from the simple task of receiv-
ing email to the more complicated work of identifying what went wrong with a particular piece of software you may be
attempting to use.

The book starts by identifying whatés where in Windows7.
the tasks that are available. For example the authors explain how you view multiple web pages, setting your home page

or pages, creating a multimedia slide show, Networking is explained, how to connect to the Network, and protecting

yourself from spy ware is detailed, e-mailing your files and pictures, scanning pictures into paint In addition numerous

tips are included on many of the pages to provide you with additional information that you showed be aware of. The list

goes on and on.

The book certainly goes into areas that | had not thought of, for example, connecting to a XPS document, or scanning a
picture into paint. There is a tremendous amount of information crammed in the 380+ pages and any attempt to give the
reader a complete overview would be most difficult in 300words or less.

Would | recommend the book to someone purchasing Windows7, YES is the only answer. Do | fully understand each
and every page of the book; the answer is to some degree. | doubt if | will ever understand fully all that the book has to
offer. However | will keep the book handy and use it as, | believe it was intended, as a reference and use it as required,
and thus learn the numerous things that Windows 7 can provide and | wish to accomplish a little at a time. To try and
consume all there is to be had at one or two sittings would be fool hardy. For the average user of Windows 7 | believe it
will take some time to appreciate all or even half that the program has to offer.

One fault of the book, and this is not of the authors but rather of the publisher, is after the short time that | have been
turning the pages | notice that the pages are starting to separate and | will have to rebind the book or else | will lose
pages.

For the 20 to 25 dollars the book may cost, it will be money well spent by any one purchasing Windows 7.

ANSWER: Microsoft Excel has the following three worksheet functions that change text case:

LOWER Converts alUPPERCA$4#iters tolowercase
UPPER Converts allowercaseletters to UPPERCASE

PROPERCapitalizes the first letter of each word and converts all other letters to lowercase letters.
By using these functions, you can change the case of existing text in a worksheet. Consider the following example.

This month let me introduce you to Stan Zagrodney who became a SCUG member in 1991.

As a young man he resided in Toronto, Trenton and Kapuskasing, ON. Stan attended Royal Mili-
tary College 1954-59 for a Chemical Engineering Degree. During this time he had a year off due
to a head injury playing football. Stan attended Queens University for his final year acquiring a
B.Sc. in Chemical Engineering in 1965.

Stan then served 10 years with the RCAF as a navigator on board a transport aircraft which took
him from the high Canadian Arctic to Bangeldash and the Belgian Congo. He resigned from the
RCAF in July 1969 to go to work for Allied Chemical, in Amherstburg and then eventually in
Painesville, Ohio. This latter job was delayed so he became # 2 man in the Soda Ash plant
where he functioned as a Senior Process Engineer.

Stan actually started working at Polysar (now called Lanxess) in October 1972. On the 26" of
December, 1972 he moved the family to Sarnia from Amherstburg, ON. At Polysar he became
responsible for the management and process of the Copolymer Polymerization area, and later
became the senior Process Engineer for all of Copolymer plant. In 1980 he moved again to the
Technical Services Group in charge of SBR and NBR rubbers for the Sarnia plant. In 1989 Stan
left Polysar along with a large contingent of technical people.

Stan has been a member of St. Bartholomew's Anglican
Church since December of 1972. At different times he was
involved with Cubs, Scouts and Guides as his three chil-
dren grew up. Presently he is an active member of St Bart's
Phoenix Group which is a group of retired men who do mi-
nor maintenance work for the church.

For the past 9 years he has been an active member of the
Sarnia/ Lambton Golden Kiwanis, which meets every Tues-
day morning at 09:30 to 11:00 hrs. As an offshoot of the GK
his wife and he have become public school volunteers who
assist the teachers for 3 hours on Tuesday and Thursday
each week. His wife works with grades 2 and 3 while Stan
attends to grade 7 and grade 8 with math, history and
French. They started at Johnson Memorial and for the past
6 years they have been at Devine Street school. While this
type of volunteer work is demanding it also is very reward-
ing in so many different ways. This year Stan is the Director

their parents and grandparents lived? My name was instantly Mud. Everyone took it for granted that
they lived in Poland since they spoke Polish and were fiercely patriotic to Poland.

The truth is that national identity/ethnic origin and citizenship are two totally different things. Even in
this century, your parents or grandparents, while being Ukrainian by nationality or ethnic origin,
could have been citizens of Russia, Poland, Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Rumania, Austria, or Ger-
many. This does not mean that they changed nationality, if by "nationality” you mean ethnic origin or
national identity. Only their citizenship changed as new countries took over the territory.

This difference in nationality and citizenship can be found in any county. After all if you came from
Ireland and settled in Canada your nationality remains Irish even after you become a Canadian citi-
zen.

If like me you are researching in Europe you will find much of your information at Jewish sites. The
reason is that there were many Jewish people living in the area and they have done much to to
document their research. One site | use often is JewishGen where they have a great town/city
search engine - http://www.jewishgen.org/Communities/LocTown.asp

To truly know your ancestors you must learn about both their ethnic background and their citizenship
and how it changed over the years.
