SPELL CATCHER PLUS - Version 3
by Val Conway

Never again will you need to customize several spell checkers or live without a spell
checker in a program that doesn’t have one. Spell Catcher Plus will correct spelling, learn
words, prevent double spacing, fix capitals, note punctuation errors, convert fractions to
single characters (%2) and pronounce some or every word you type. These features can be
turned on and off under Spell Catcher Settings. All this can be done in 9 free languages
and several others available for $10.

Spell Catcher can be set to “Interactive” which is my favorite. This eliminates the need to
remember to spell check your document when you're finished. In this mode it works in the
background. When an error is made a tiny window pops up with correction suggestions.
Audible sounds can be assigned to each type of mistake making it possible to know the
type of error before looking. With a click of your mouse or a shortcut key you can pick the
correct word and the text will be changed. If the word is correct but not recognized such as
a name or address, “learn word” can add it to the dictionary so the next time you type the
word it will be recognized as legitimate. If you prefer, the interactive checking can be
turned off allowing a portion of text or the whole document to be selected and spell
checked at once.

“Shorthand” enables the automatic expansion of several characters into formatted words,
sentences, or, paragraphs of up to 8,000 characters. This is a huge time saver and one of
its best features. Ghost Writer is new to Spell Catcher. A shortcut key can be used to turn it
on and off. When on, it logs all keystrokes and saves them to a text file for future use. An-
other new feature is “Phrase Completion”. Spell Catcher keeps track of often used phrases
and presents them in a popup window where you can pick a phrase or just keep typing.
The Dictionaries and Thesaurus will provide the meaning of a word or suggest a suitable
replacement.

Pros: Spell Catcher works as promised. It is easy to learn and operates well in all pro-
grams. Shorthand expansions are fast. The online tour and video Tutorials show much that
you can expect from the program. Features can be customized to fit any writer’'s work
style. One license allows registration and use on all your personal computers making this a
good bargain.

Cons: The computer pronunciation of words is sometime difficult to understand but Rain-
maker makes note of that at their website so it was no surprise. Shorthand Expansions
only work in the Interactive mode. If you have it turned off you need to activate the Interac-
tive mode before typing the shorthand characters. You can turn the mode on and off with
the use of a macro but | found it awkward. Allowing the expansions to be kept on when the
Interactive Spelling is off would be a great improvement



All'in all, I found Spell Catcher Plus 3.1 easy to use and because of the shorthand capabilities |
would now find it hard to live without.

DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY SIG

Introduction:

| first used Adobe Lightroom a few years ago when Lightroom 1.0 first appeared. | bought it based
on reviews and friend's recommendations. | could see the potential of the program but found that
recataloging my previously taken images (thousands) was too daunting a task. By obtaining this
book I have recommitted myself to learning Lightroom and using the newest version (2.6).

The Review and Recommendation:

The book physically is of manageable size that fits well in the hands and doesn't take up much
desk space. The pages are well laid out, having many screen-shots with accompanying descrip-
tions. | would suggest that the reader use the book in conjunction with the program, having Light-
room open to the corresponding screen-shot in the book. | found the screen-shots too small to
make out the writing in the dialogue boxes however.

Photoshop Lightroom 2 Book has both a comprehensive table of contents and a detailed index,
making it useful as a reference and instruction manual. The chapters are logically laid out to re-
flect the functionality of the program. The book is divided into eleven parts, beginning with an
Overview, Importing Photographs into Lightroom, the Library Module, the Develop Module and
chapters for Black and White as well as for Sharpening.

Each section includes step-by-step instructions complete with illustrations and screen shots
which allow the reader to easily grasp the concept as well as the function of the various tools in
Lightroom.

Overall, | conclude that this is a must book for the -have Lightroom novice as well as a reference
for the experienced user. | highly recommend The Adobe Photoshop Lightroom 2

This month | am introducing you to Herb Schwarz one of our earlier
members of Sarnia Computer Users Group.

Herb was born in Czechoslovakia, in a small town near the German
Border. His father was the local doctor in a mainly German speak-
ing area. In 1939, during the German occupation, his father man-
aged to escape to England. In 1946 his mother, sister and he re-
joined his father in London, England. In 1950 the family moved to
South Wales with his father being doctor in a small mining village.
Having taken up British Nationality, Herb was called up for service
in the British Army in May 1950. He served for 2 years National Ser-
vice in the Royal Army Medical Corp. followed by three years in the
Army reserve. Following his three month basic training in the U.K.
he spent the remaining time in Germany with the British Army on the Rhine (BAOR) in a Field
Ambulance Unit.

On discharge in 1952, Herb studied Science in the Swansea, South Wales, Technical College.
Upon graduation he commenced work with the Avon Rubber Company in their laboratory in
1954. In college Herb met his wife Mary and soon after their first son, Mark was born in South
Wales, as was their daughter Susan.

Leaving Avon Rubber Company, Herb moved back to London and joined Sussex Rubber Com-
pany as Assistant Chief Chemist. He stayed with Sussex Rubber Company for 10 years, during
which time their youngest son, Simon, was born in London, England. In 1966 Herb joined Polysar
Corporation (now Lanxess) here in Sarnia working in the Marketing and Product Application
Area, mainly in the Canadian, U.S. and Mexican markets. In 1967 Mary went to Buckingham Pal-
ace, in the U.K. when her father was invested with a M.B.E. by Queen Elizabeth.

Between 1974 and 1977 Herb provided product and technical support for the Far East market out
of the Polysar International Office in Tokyo, Japan. While in Japan they were invited to a Garden
Party to meet the Queen and Prince Phillip, then to the Canadian Embassy for receptions for
both Premier Davies and Prime Minister Trudeau. On his return to Sarnia he resumed his Re-
search, Product and Application support role with polymer and plastics materials.



On Herb'’s retirement from Nova Corporation (Polysar by then had changed owners) in March 1990
he got involved in a number of volunteer organizations. Among these were: Lambton Drug Aware-
ness Action Committee, Sarnia Lambton Children's Safety Village, Sarnia Lambton Golden "K" Ki-
wanis, and a past member of the Lambton Seniors Association. Herb has several hobbies; e.g.
photography, stamp collecting, and genealogy which take up a lot of his spare time.

He dropped out of SCUG for a period of time when his "Old" Computer became somewhat obso-
lete. The machine was purchased in the 1980's with a grant of $200 from Polysar. Herb received a
new computer as a Christmas present in 1997 and rejoined SCUG in 1998.

The new Computer enabled Herb to carry out a great number of family research projects for his
Schwarz family as well as those of his wife Mary’s Revill family. Family members were found in the
USA, New Zealand, Australia, Germany, Austria and the U.K. The Schwarz direct family members
now reside in Sarnia, Calgary and Vancouver Island. Out of 7 of their grandchildren, two are now
married.

WINDOWS 7 STEP by STEP

The book was designed, and | quote “to lead you through all the tasks you are most likely to want to per-
form on your Windows 7 computer. You can also use the book as a reference guide”. The book also came
with a CD which contained numerous step by step exercises and a fully searchable electronic version of
the book. In addition to the exercises contained in the CD, there are numerous short exercises throughout
the book which | found very helpful to understand points that were made. For example, for “Getting Help
with WINDOWS 7” has an exercise with pictures and step by step narrative on what to do and what you
will see on the monitor. An email address is provided if you wish to contact Microsoft Product Support Ser-
vices. | emailed this organization with a question; | did receive a confirmation email saying that they re-
ceived my email. Their initial response was somewhat negative but they did get back to me within 24
hours and after two or three emails my concerns were answered.

Page xxix is titled “Locating the Practice Files” and this page was confusing and it would be better to leave
it out or have it rewritten. It leaves the reader to believe you can actually view the practice exercises. In
fact the practice exercises are in the book itself and the download from the CD is only information required
to complete the exercises.

I had no problem downloading the “practice exercises” from the CD provided and the instructions con-
tained were quite adequate. My only concern was, as | previously stated, was page xxix. Help is provided
at location “support.microsoft.com” and any comments or questions you may have to
“mspinput@microsoft.com.”

Step by Step Windows 7 is quite a detailed book with explanations on what you can do, with detailed steps
on how to achieve what was explained. The authors appeared to have taken the approach that it was bet-
ter to assume that the reader was a novice computer student than assume that the reader had a working
knowledge on how a computer works.

Within our household and | believe within most households and businesses, one of the more important
functions of a computer is to communicate with others throughout the world. With MS XP, you can use
Outlook Express which came with XP or another agent such as g- mail. MS Vista does not have Outlook
Express nor does Windows 7. Windows 7 uses the term Windows Live Mail. You are required to download
this, free, from the Microsoft site www.windowslive.com/Desktop/Mail/."The same is true for Windows live,
Movie Maker, Photo Gallery, Toolbar, Writer and a few others. Unfortunately our book Step by Step Win-
dows 7 only mentions in a few paragraphs where to find and download these programs. Since Windows
Live Mall is considerately different to use than what you experienced in MS XP, | believe our Step by step
Windows 7 book has a major fault in not providing the reader at least a few pages on this imporant func-
tion. Possibly a separate book on how to use the Windows Live programs is in order. | certainly would be
interested in seeing such a book.

Other than the Windows Live programs which are virtually ignored (two pages out of 443), the remainder is
detailed and reasonably easy to follow. The exercises are good in that they show how to access the nec-
essary information and how it can be used.

| have some doubts whether | would recommend this book to someone, with only limited knowledge of
computers, who thought that they would be able to use Windows 7 reasonably well after reading and car-
rying out the included exercises. | would rate Step by Step Windows 7 a “6 out of 10”.



Inserting the Total Number of Pages in Your Documen  t

It is not unusual to put a page number in your headers or footers, if you choose to use
headers and footers with your document. You can also, however, insert a field that in-
dicates the total number of pages in a document. This can be used in a header or
footer or directly within the text of your document. To insert the total number of pages
in your document, follow these steps if you are using a version of Word prior to Word
2007:

1. Position the insertion point where you want the total number of pages to appear.
2. Choose Field from the Insert menu. You will see the Field dialog box.
3. In the Categories list, choose Document Information.

4. Inthe Fields Names list, choose NumPages.
5. Click on OK.

The process of inserting a field is a bit different in Word 2007. Follow these steps:

1. Position the insertion point where you want the total number of pages to appear.
2. Make sure the Insert tab of the ribbon is selected.

. In the Text group, click Quick Parts. You'll see a drop-down menu.

. Choose Field. Word displays the Field dialog box.

. In the Categories drop-down list, choose Document Information.

. In the Field Names list choose NumPages.

. Click on OK to close the dialog box and insert your field.

HELP — How can I find all my Genealogy files ? ? ? ?

The simple answer is — they’re where you filed them. If you
never want to ask the question again you need to take the
time to organize. There are two main ways to accomplish this.
One is to enter every file name with it's source information
into a log created with a spreadsheet or a genealogy program
like CLOOZ. | found this tedious and | was always behind. My
choice is the second system, which lets the computer’s files
and folders do most of the work. I'll tell you about my system
and if you like it you can easily customize it to fit how you
work.

Two things | know about myself is that | like to always put
things in the same place and I label all my containers keeping
them in alphabetic order. This consistency helps me find
things in the real world therefore | felt it would also work for
my computer files.

With that logic | put all my genealogy computer files and fold-
ers in one place under C:/MY DOCUMENTS/MY GENEAL-
OGY. This folder holds many subfolders, which in turn have
subfolders. Although I have renamed and moved folders
many times over the years and still do periodicaly, the main
structure has remained the same for over 15 years.

To the left is a basic version of my setup.

My first subfolder is ‘All Surnames’ because | relate informa-
tion back to a family surname. | use the ‘All’ in the folder
name to keep it at the top of the list because it's used the most. Under ‘All Surnames’ are subfolders of every sur-
name in my family. Next under the actual surname (i.e.Jones) | create another level of subfolders, which hold spe-
cific documents (Cemeteries-Tombstones, Census, Immigration, Location History, Passenger Lists, Vital Stats,
Location History, and, Pictures). As | create a name folder | add the subfolders to ensure the names remain con-
sistent.

Under each of these subfolders are yet other level of subfolders that are related. For example, under the 'Census’
there can be —'1871 Census' - '1881 Census' etc. and Under 'Vital Stats' there are subfolders for 'Birth’, 'Death’
and 'Marriage'. The subfolders you want will reflect the files you keep. As my files accumulate under one surname
| often find it necessary to split them up into folders for individual families to make documents easier to find. For
example the Jones surname may end up with a folder for the ‘Jones — Robert’ family and ‘Jones — Edward’ family.
The structure of these folders will remain the same. Always type the surname first to ensure the family



stays together. ldentifying family groups makes finding files easier. | put files for both women and men with their par-
ents until they are married.

Documents that don't fit under ‘All Surnames’ or may be needed by several families have their own folder under MY
GENEALOGY at the same level as ‘All Surnames’. Examples in the image are: 'Genealogy Tips' and 'Hamilton Church
Records'. The most important of these is 'Family Tree Maker Data’, which is the folder where all my Family Database
files are kept. Some programs like Family Tree Maker and Excel automatically want to save your files within the pro-
gram but it only makes another place to remember to look for genealogy files. It's nice to know that when | backup MY
GENEALOGY folder every Genealogy file goes with it.

The file folder structure is only the first part of the organizational system. The files themselves are also named so they
stay in some order within their folders. They should also provide enough information to know at a glance what is in the
file.

Below are some of the formats | use. After saving a few, formatting becomes automatic but until then make a reference
list and keep it on your desk.

Census Format Example:

Date-‘Census’- Surname-first name of head of house — wife’s name + word ‘Family’ if children are listed- location —
Page # of #.

Example: 1881 Census — Jones Robert — Mabel + Family — Hamilton ON — Pg 2 of 2.

Vital Stats Format Example:
Name of document — Surname and Given Name (+ wife if marriage or parents if birth) — Date of Event — Place of Event
—Page#to#

Death Reg — Jones Robert — 1895-11-18 — Dundas ON — Pg. 1 of 1
Marriage Reg — Jones Edward + Mary Brown — 1918-06-13 —Toronto ON — Pg 1 of 2
Birth Reg — Jones William — Par Edward + Mary- 1920-02-13 — Hamilton ON —Pg 1 of 1

As you add files to each folder using these formats you will notice that most files will stay together because of the al-
phabetical order with the surname before the given name.

Keeping file names similar helps with searching. If you know that you want to see all the files for Robert Jones you can
search for ‘Jones Robert’ and will be listed and because the file is descriptive you can quickly pick out what you need.

One last thing to mention is that we need to source all our records so we know where they were originally found in
case they need to be traced. This would be the benefit of the log over the file system since that information is entered.
If however you keep up your sourcing in your Family Tree program you will have the information without creating a
separate document.

No matter what system you choose for your computer files, the trick is to use it consistently. You don't need to do it all
at once. Set up the folders then work at moving and renaming your files. Use these filing and naming habits, and your
documents will never get lost again.
